Competition, a Project Based Experiential Learning project,
where fifteen students from Grades VII to IX and four teachers
participated.

It was an eight-week-long pilot project. The competition had
seventeen finalists from India and Bhutan. All five teams of Mayo
College made it to the Grand Finale. Our students selected
artefacts from the Danmal Mathur Museum of Mayo College.

The pilot edition witnessed students using graphical, analytical
and research techniques to tell stories of ancient history through
a Virtual Museum exhibit which they designed to showcase path-
breaking technologies such as Photogrammetry, Canva, Blender,
Kiri engine etc. to render real objects in a virtual 3D space for an
online DIY Museum.

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SOME LESSER-KNOWN FACTS
ABOUT LORD MAYO

We all know that Lord Mayo, the 6th Earl of Mayo is revered as
the founder of Mayo College. He desired to create an ‘Eton in
India’ for Indian Princes.
Inside Mayo College, as one approaches the Danmal Mathur
Museum, right at the entrance, a huge metal sculpture of Lord
Mayo can be seen. Though the sculpture has stood tall for
almost fourteen years now, the story of how it reached Mayo
College is still not known to many. This article attempts to
unveil some lesser-known facts about this statue.
The sculpture was donated and brought to the Danmal Mathur
Museum. It was commissioned by His Highness Maharaja Ram
Singh Ji of Jaipur in memory of his close friend - Lord Mayo and
was made sometime before 1947. Unfortunately, the huge metal
sculpture remained buried underground for almost six decades
to save it from vandalism during the war of independence in
1947. In 2007, Shri Atal Bihari had to deliver a speech in Jaipur
near Ram Niwas Garden which is situated close to the Albert
Hall. During the security check, some metal was detected and
wrongly interpreted to be a bomb. However, following further
investigation, it was revealed to be a metal statue of Lord Mayo.
Since the sculpture clearly mentions ‘Mayo’ at its feet, it was
decided by the Government to hand over the statue to Mayo
College, Ajmer. With assistance from the Old Boys group, Jaipur,
it was decided to bring the sculpture of the ‘Earl of Mayo’ to its
rightful residence - Mayo College, Ajmer.
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On arriving at Mayo College, the statue remain packed and left
for another year till 2008. On 7th November 2008, on the
occasion of the visit of the great granddaughter-in-law of Lord
Mayo, it was decided to install the statue. However, when
unpacked a few ornamented pieces were found to be missing.
Taking reference from the marble statue of Lord Mayo, which
is erected right at the entrance of the Mayo College main
building, the same parts were replicated with the intent to
restore the sculpture as far as possible to its original aesthetic
condition. This huge sculpture weighs 8 tons or 7258 Kg
(approx.). It is made from Ashtadhatu, also called octo-alloy
which is usually a combination of gold, silver, copper, lead,
zinc, tin, iron, and antimony or mercury.
This magnificent piece of art at the entrance to the Danmal
Mathur Museum is a glory by itself never to be missed!
